Problem Statement:  Marijuana use (6-12 grades) in Polk County have remained stagnant since 2010 while other drug use statistics have declined.  (FYSAS-2016, 30 day marijuana use grades 6-12 in Polk County; 2010—10.3 %, 2012—11.1%, 2014—12.2%, 2016—11.9%)  Early indicators of attitude and beliefs are forecasting a rise in marijuana use.  The youth and parent culture minimize the importance of these trends according to their perception.

Data: According to the 2016 FYSAS report, high schoolers in Polk ages 15-17 perceived risk of harm of marijuana once or twice a week 26.3%, Try marijuana once or twice 20.9%.  


Additional data for 30 day use (Marijuana) in 2015/2016 were 12.1% overall, 17.8% HS, 6.3% MS.  This is according to the Polk Prevention Survey Results given annually by the Safe and Drug Free School Division of the Polk County School Board.
